The prohibition applies in the specified prohibited areas
whether on a leash or not.

LEASH-FREE activities may be restricted to specific areas
and/or times in some reserves (where there are such
restrictions, they will be included in the table of notes on
this brochure). Please read the signs carefully on entering
the reserve.




PLEASE NOTE:

Many Mornington Peninsula beaches are NOT
managed by Council.

Many people mistakenly believe Council manages all
the beaches, when it actually only has control over a
proportion of the Peninsula coastline.

Many of the Peninsula’s beaches are under the control of State
Government through Parks Victoria, the Department of
Sustainable Environment and volunteer foreshore committees
(who report to the Deptartment of Sustainable Environment).
